Information for Tenants
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Everyone deserves a home of their own!
The Supportive Housing Program Warm Springs Housing Authority (WSHA) partnered with Warm Springs Behavioral Health Center (WSBHC)
to develop the Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH) Endeavor. PSH is a direct rental and housing assistance program for members of the Warm Springs community, who are chronically homeless, with limited income, having mental health issues, physical disabilities and or drug and alcohol use disorders
with acute housing needs.
Stage 1:  Eligibility-chronically homeless
1. Must be an adult community member of Warm Springs.
2. Be a severe or chronically homeless tenant referred by WSBHC
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3. Have acute housing needs.
4. If you were homeless and went to residential treatment to get out of the elements and then left treatment and came back homeless.

5. Lack supportive housing & have medical, mental, substance use issues, or physical issues that are detrimental to being in the elements.

6. Be Homeless or at high risk of being homeless.

7. Tenant can provide proof of income.  (Examples:  TANF, SNAP, SSD, SSI, Child Support, Employment, G.A., etc.) if they have any.
8. Must have income below the 60% guidelines to qualify.
Stage 2:  Obtain Housing

Go through the screening process for qualification to ensure you meet the necessary criteria for the PSH.

If you meet the tenant criteria for Permanent Supportive Housing then a case manager will begin to work with you and Warm Springs Housing Authority will work hard to find an available home.
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1. PSH assists with placing a tenant in a safe home.
2. Tenants are responsible for proving their rental needs.

3. Rentals must maintain state safety standards – WSHA inspects units

4. Participant tenants signs agreements with WSHA and the PSH team.

5. WSHA & WSBHC help PSH tenants when challenges to renting arise.

Rent Payments 
Rent:  The Permanent Supportive Housing Program pays the entire rent and the tenant pays PSH a small stipend deriving from what they can afford from their proof of income.
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Stage 3:  Transition
to Independent Living

The Permanent Supportive Housing Program staff will provide peer support, life skills assistance, mentoring, referrals, assistance & advocacy for the tenants in the transition to self-sufficiency & independent living.
  All tenants are encouraged to sign up for mental health or substance abuse counseling at the Warm Springs Behavioral Health Center but it is NOT required to be approved for housing.
Examples of resource assistance:
· On-going peer support visits

· Start Soc. Security Disability process
· Vocational Rehabilitation referrals
· Life Skills/Budgeting training / advice
· I.D./Driver’s License / legal referrals
· Child / Spousal Support referrals
· Veteran’s Benefits referrals
· G.E.D. Training referral
· Meal sites; food banks

· Letter of explanations –or- Appeals
· Reasonable Accommodation Letter
